Boys Tournament

The Northern Ireland Schools Beach Volleyball Tournament began in difficult conditions, with a strong wind blowing across the courts. This levelled the teams and made it very difficult for the players to produce any skilful volleyball. Favourites Portadown College A started slowly, dropping points to Dalriada and Portadown College B. Schools’ League Champions Craigavon Senior High also found the going tough and lost an early match against Portadown College B. Dalriada coped best with the conditions and moved into an early lead with a win over Campbell College B. 

As the tournament progressed the weather improved with the wind dropping and the sun starting to shine. Portadown College A soon started to show their true ability and convincingly defeated Campbell College B. With Craigavon Aztecs players, Wilson Greenlee and Chris Mawhinney in their line-up, Craigavon Senior High also began to win, with successive victories against Portadown College C and Campbell College A. Portadown College A, Dalriada and Craigavon Senior High contested the top spot, until 4 matches from the end, Portadown College B moved into contention with a win over Campbell College B. A decisive match between Portadown College A and Craigavon Senior High was next on court; Portadown took the points with a 9-point win. That result left Dalriada, Craigavon and Portadown College B playing for 2nd place. The final round of matches saw Craigavon Senior high playing Dalriada and Portadown College B playing Portadown College C. Dalriada and Craigavon fought out a close draw, and their hopes were dashed when Portadown College B crushed their own C team by 32 – 16. That result assured them of 2nd place in the tournament and also made them the highest point scorers. Craigavon had to settle for 4th place as Dalriada had slightly better point difference.

Girls Tournament

The girls competition was officiated by Northern Ireland Internationals, Nick Wright and Alan Workman. This tournament began differently as Portadown College 1sts were unaffected by the weather, starting with a convincing 3-0 victory over Dalriada, and following up with a similar win over Portadown College 2nds. They remained undefeated throughout the competition and completed their 100% record with a second 3-0 victory over Portadown College 2nds. The final match saw Dalriada and Portadown College 2nds playing off for runners-up spot. Dalriada won the first set and looked good for a win, but Portadown dominated the second set and were able to take advantage in the third set when Dalriada tired.
