As we enter the build up to London 2012 our sport will come into the spotlight.  Volleyball England have re-branded 
and allowed Referee Commission to update its branding in line with VE.  We have received many requests from 
referees to have a more modern and distinctive uniform.  In addition we have selected a range of apparel that will 
allow you to referee in all weather conditions.  We have selected upper body garments that can be mixed but still look 
uniform by colour, manufacturer brand and referee badge.  Referees can wear differing items from each other in 
matches i.e. short and long sleeve Polo’s etc 
 
Volleyball England has formed a partnership with KITLOCKER.COM and referees will be the first to benefit from this 
new alliance.  We have nominated Errea as the manufacturer as they have offered longevity for the new uniforms and 
a wide range of kit and accessories that match in colour.  Currently referees in both Italy & France use Errea. 
 
It is not our intention to allow badges to be worn on garments that are not part of the uniform, although we do envisage 
badges being produced for Referee Commission.  Exceptions can agreed only with Stewart Dunne

In consultation with the referees we have commissioned a full range of bags, accessories and even training shoes 
[delayed until spring 2009].  These will be branded Errea, competitively priced and available on-line.

NB.    Please note referee uniforms must be clean and well presented 
 
When.  
 
It will be compulsory  for ALL  NVL appointed referees from January 1st 2009 to adopt the new uniform 
code. We insist on players wearing approved kit. Now referees will have to comply with a uniform code. 
 
For all other referees the new uniform will become mandatory from September 1st 2009.  
Newly qualified & registered referees will be required to wear the new uniform when seeking upgrading.  
Upgradings' will continue to be based on the current KPI’s and the wearing of the official uniform is a 
requirement to be considered for upgrading at any level.
